7. That the respondent, E. Johnston Irvin, filed with The North
Carolima State Bar his affidavit and agreement to said stipulatatioms, waiving
any and all procedural rights, consenting to the findings of fact, conclusions

and redommendations of the trial committee, and further waiving all objections

and exdeptions thereto and to the entry of order of judgment by the Council of

The North Carolina State Bar upon the report of the trial committee;
